Our last hike of the 2009 season will be on Saturday, September 19

Where? The Scott Trail (to Four in One Crater); 20 miles west of Sisters over McKenzie Pass
When? 9:00 am, Saturday, Sept. 19
Distance? It's an “out and back” hike. Total distance is about 11 miles.

Elevation Gain? About 1200 feet in five miles; similar to Green Lakes

Directions to the Trailhead ....

Mile 0.0 - Set your trip odometer to zero at the west end of Sisters at the SNO CAP Drive In.
It's on the right side of the highway.
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Mile 0.2 - Junction of Route 20 and the McKenzie Pass Rd, Highway 242. Turn left from
Highway 20 just past the Forest Service installation on the right side of the road.

Mile 0.3 - Turn right just as if you were traveling to Sisters High School (See the sign.)




Mile 14.4 - The 242 at the summit of McKenzie Pass. This is the location of the Dee Wright

Observatory.

Mile 20.3 - Be alert here. There are other turns near our particular Forest Service road. Turn
RIGHT from Highway 242 onto Forest Service Road #260. Take a look at the wooden pole
behind the #260 marker. On the morning of the hike I will attach one of our bright yellow
DEFEAT scarves to that pole. That should help you make the correct turn.
